From The Last Train Stop:
Trackman 2000
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Many of the G-gauge trains we purchase
are made in China, Germany and overseas
locations. But the Trackman 2000 is not only
made in the USA, it's made right here in Green
Country. You maybe asking yourself Trackman
2000, huh? What is it? The Trackman 2000 is a
great way to keep your track clean from oxidation
and/or corrosion on the market.

Without getting into the crazy chemistry of
oxidation/corrosion lets break it down to a simple
form: Oxidation is caused when oxygen in the air
combines with the metal of the track to form a
new compound. This oxidation then works as an
insulator to your track power. There are different
ways to remove this oxidation, you can use
chemical compounds or clean the railhead with a
mild abrasive material. Depending on your
location this oxidation can be almost none to
very, very severe. Oxidation is one of the hardest
things to deal with in garden railroading. This
oxidation is very easy to see with brass track, and
in some cases happen on stainless steel.

The Trackman 2000 uses a mild abrasive
material (looks like 3m’s Scotchbrite, but is much
tougher). This material not only cleans the
railhead itself but comes in contact with the side
of the railhead where your flanges may contact
the rail. The track cleaning car weighs a good
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amount, well above other track cleaning cars the
major manufactures make.

The cleaning car comes ready to run, right
out of the box. All you have to do is adjust the
two tension adjustment caps. The caps help your
car do a light dusting of the track to a thorough
scrubbing.

The car is produced with USA metal
wheels, mounted on Aristo-Craft trucks, with the
Aristo knuckle couplers at each end. The pads
are mounted in two strips. These two strips allow
the pads to move over track magnets and
switches, without hanging up like other brands.
The articulated design of the Trackman 2000
allows it to clean the tightest curves on the
market. The pads are very easy to replace, just
pop out the tabs on the ends and put a new one
in.

The website for the Trackman 2000
(www.trackman2000.com) is in the process of
being rebuilt due to the original owner passing
away. Now the Last Train Stop, here in Owasso,
owns the patent and is in the process of
converting everything over and bringing the
website up to date. Theses cleaning cars are
being produced in all the gauges from Z to G.
